    During the 2007 session of the Texas legislature, Home School Legal
Defense Association worked with Texas homeschool leaders to ensure
passage of a new law which mandates that homeschoolers be allowed to
take certain tests which are only offered by public schools.
     The law specifically states: “A school district shall permit a home-
schooled student entitled . . . to attend public school in the district to
participate in an administration of the PSAT/NMSQT or a college ad-
vanced placement test offered by the district.” HSLDA worked on this law
because some school districts were actually prohibiting homeschoolers
from taking these tests.
     After the bill became law, the Pedrons, an HSLDA member family,
contacted their local high school to have two of their boys take the PSAT.
However, this Dallas-area public school told the family that the students
could not participate.
     HSLDA attorney Chris Klicka contacted the chairman of the counsel-
ing department of this Dallas-area school and explained the new law.
The chairman quickly acted and arranged for the boys to take the PSAT
during the testing time later that week.
     After laws are passed, it often takes time for school district personnel
to get the message. With over 1,000 school districts in Texas, there is
potential for lack of communication. HSLDA appreciates this opportunity
to be able to come in and explain the requirements of the law.

The Proverbs of Solomon: A wise son maketh a glad
father: but a foolish son is the heaviness of his mother.

     The Injury of Indulgence
If we boil down the various characteristics of the fool found in Proverbs,
we discover a glaring common denominator: selfishness. There is a
destructive mindset today in our society regarding child rearing. This
philosophy is that the ultimate goal of parenting is to have happy
children. To achieve this aim, parents indulge their child’s every want
and desire in a vain effort to keep them amused. This is never more
clearly illustrated than by a walk through your neighborhood grocery
store. You will see harried moms with their little masters proclaiming
loudly and pointing to the object of their latest desire. If the child is not
immediately gratified, he proceeds to make the mother absolutely mis-
erable until she gives in to his demands. Biblically, instead of succumb-
ing to their extortion, parents are to, by outward constraint, control
their children and thereby, eventually teach them to control themselves.
     Romans 13:14: But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ and make not
provision for the flesh, to fulfill the lusts thereof.
     All children are born completely selfish and driven to fulfill the needs
of their flesh. For the first few months of that baby’s life, all it knows is
eating and sleeping. Its every thought is its comfort: I’m hungry, I want
to be held, I’m dirty, I’m wet, I’m bored, and so on. If it isn’t instantly
gratified, it cries until its wishes are fulfilled. As far as that child is
concerned, the whole world revolves around him. Some of you are
saying to yourselves, “This sounds like my sixteen-year-old.” I feel your
pain; however, while this is normal and expected of a baby, as our
children move from infant to toddler, this behavior is no longer accept-
able.  At about six months and older, Dad and Mom should start teach-
ing him restraint and the beginning steps of self-control. By the time he
is twelve months old, he should know that when Dad or Mom speaks, he
is expected to instantly obey and that there will be consequences if he
does not. By the time he is five years of age, he should be completely
self-controlled and in total subjection to his parents. From age five to
twenty, ninety percent of his training should be internal, conforming his
heart and mind to the Word of God. This was the absolute norm for
children a hundred years ago.  Secular child-rearing books in the 1960s
told parents that children had rights, and that parents should negotiate
with their kids. They postulated that authoritarian control and corporal
punishment were old-fashioned ideas and damaging to a child’s psyche.

The evolutionists propagated such myths as that of children going
through stages like the “terrible twos” and rebelling in adolescence,
because they imagined that it followed their models of evolutionary
growth. The results have been a few generations of self-indulged, self-
absorbed people who are like the baby whose only goal in life is to be
made happy and comfortable, but they are not nearly as cute and
cuddly as the baby.
     The Bible never commands us to make our children happy. It does
command us to bring them up in the nurture (loving and cherishing)
and admonition (correction and instruction) of the Lord. In fact, it
teaches us that some of the time we are to make our children very
unhappy.
     Hebrews 12:11: Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be
joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable
fruit of righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby.
     Parents, we must repent of our own self-indulgence and determine
to control our children outwardly through training and discipline until
they learn to exercise self-restraint and self-control or we can be guar-
anteed to produce a house full of “fools.”
