THSC wrote a letter to Commissioner Heiligenstein regarding a discussion
earlier this year at the Capitol about home school issues related to the
DFPS policies.  THSC reiterated that in an earlier discussion with Ms.
Heiligenstein , she acknowledged that home schooling was a very viable
educational alternative in Texas and that the policy statement (PSA 05-
055) issued March 16, 2005, to all CPS District Directors, CPS Program
Administrators, and CPS Program Directors stating that “Whether parents
choose to homeschool their child or send their child to another private or
public school is not relevant to a CPS investigation” continues to be the
current policy. THSC also reiterated Ms. Heiligenstein’s acknowledgement
that the policy allowing a waiver for adoptive parents to homeschool the
children placed in their home during the six-month period prior to
finalization of the adoption was still the policy of CPS.   THSC then went
on to cite a specific case of a home school family who was denied the
waiver at the state level without explanation.  The family finally got the
judge who oversaw their case to issue a court mandate to allow them to
homeschool the boys.  THSC also cited another family who received the
following response from an adoption agency:
“... While I appreciate your desire to homeschool children placed in your
home, as well as all of the research you have done in the area, it is just
not a challenge _____________ is ready to take on at this time.  We
do not have the resources to involve ourselves in a legal struggle, contact
your attorney, or become involved with THSC as you advised.  While I
totally understand your desire to advocate strongly regarding this passion,
and have no issue with your involvement with THSC, __________ is
not comfortable at this time submitting your study with the knowledge
that you will be seeking a waiver.  Please know that we have traveled
down that path, and it was an impossible struggle, with a negative ending. 
As well, as I have shared, it is my belief that you will not get selected
when that information is shared.  Unless we can agree to only look at
children between the ages of 0 - 3, it will not be feasible to continue at
this time.”
THSC pointed out that these examples and others we continue to field
seem to indicate that, within CPS, there is a bias against home schooling
in regard to adoption, and requested that a formal policy position on this
issue be adopted and a process be established to prevent the apparent
discrimination.   THSC is hopeful that this letter will alert Ms. Heiligenstein
to the need for such a policy, and plans to follow-up on this issue in the
future.

In October 2008, the Fillman family (named changed to protect privacy)
withdrew their grandson from the local public school because of his
recurring medical problems. Although the family had submitted doctor’s
excuses for each day the boy had missed school and also turned in a
comprehensive withdrawal letter, the Burleson Independent School District
referred the family to court for truancy.
Two weeks after beginning their homeschooling program, the Fillmans
received two criminal charges—quite a surprise because this was the
first indication the family had that their grandson’s absences were
problematic.
Mrs. Fillman contacted HSLDA for help. Senior Counsel Chris Klicka drafted
a letter to the Justice of the Peace Jeff Monk which explained how the
Fillman family were in full compliance with Texas law—both in
withdrawing and homeschooling their grandson. Klicka provided Judge
Monk with a memorandum outlining Texas homeschool law and
documentation from the family, including a letter from the family
pediatrician regarding the absences.
When the Fillmans appeared before Judge Monk, he expressed his
appreciation for HSLDA’s information, stating that the school district
had failed to provide him with the doctor’s note and withdrawal letter.
Commenting that the case should have never come to him, Judge Monk
stated that he is very much in favor of homeschooling and would even
consider homeschooling his own children.
Judge Monk dismissed the case and the Fillman family is now freely
homeschooling.

Visual processing is visual short-term memory - what goes in through
the visual channel to the brain and right back out.  This vital skill picks up
information from the environment which then has an opportunity to be
stored in long term memory.   Scarcity of visual processing ability can
require a child to use other channels (auditory or tactile) to bring in
information which may not be the most efficient.  More about efficient
input of information in a future tip of the month.

A preschool child with deficits in visual processing, experiences difficulty
remembering numbers, letters and words.  For more information about
this important skill see Teaching Babies by Kay Ness in the articles
section of our website.

An older child with inefficiencies in this area could have difficulty in just
about everything:  math, spelling, reading, visual attention, picking up
visual information and eye contact.  The good news is that you can help
your child with this weakness in just 2 two-minute sessions a day!

There are several different ways to work on visual processing.  One is
with digit cards (child must be able to easily recognize number 0-9).
Full instructions are available in our free visual processing test kit.  Ac-
cess this kit by going to our website or by email:
orderdept@littlegiantsteps.com (put “visual test kit” in the subject line).
If your child doesn’t recognize numerals, ask for the “Visual Tiny Tot kit”.

So that you have a reference point, a one year old should be able to hold
one piece of visual information, a two-year-old, two; a three-year-old,
three, etc., up to seven.  Seven is minimum for a child 7 years of age or
older.  The better a child processes; the more readily information is
absorbed.  The more you work on developing this skill, the more informa-
tion your child will pick up from his environment. When proficient, his
sponge-like ability to pick up visual information will amaze you!

Memorization and recitation build two different (but complementary)
sets of skills. Memorization improves vocabulary; students who memorize
poetry learn a wide range of descriptive words that they might encounter
infrequently — or not at all! — in prose reading.
Memorization also builds into children’s minds an ability to understand
and use complex English syntax. The student who memorizes poetry
will internalize rhythmic, beautiful patterns of English language.
Recitation — learning to speak memorized pieces out loud, with fluency
and expression — helps to “set” memorized pieces in the student’s
memory. But recitation also develops skills in presentation.
Children’s minds work differently in the three stages of classical
education. Elementary students have retentive minds; in grades 1-4, a
student can memorize a piece of poetry in a week simply by reading it,
out loud, three times, every morning.
In the “logic stage” (grades 5-8), students should still read their memory
pieces out loud three times every morning. But since their minds will
begin to work more analytically, you can also ask them to pull a poem
apart and identify such things as rhyme scheme, alliteration, and type
of meter. This analysis will help the student’s mind retain the poem.
“Rhetoric stage” students (grades 9-12) can memorize both through
repetition and through analysis. They should also progress on to a
careful evaluation of the poem’s ideas. Why did the writer choose certain
words? What would the contemporary audience have thought of the
work; would it have been revolutionary or old-fashioned? How do the
writer’s words and rhythms manipulate the audience’s emotions? Does
repetition draw attention to certain words or phrases? Why? Is the
poem or speech an appeal to reason or to emotion? How does this
change its method of delivery?
